Data categorisation 

§  Currently complex filtering of data into 8 ‘pots’ 
 

§  Propose that ‘pots’ streamlined into 4 
 

§  Shipper Activity 
§  <12months old 
§  Legitimately Unregistered: Agree definition 
§  All other sites: Orphaned/Shipperless/No Activity 



End-user letters 

§  Resurrect process on a trial basis (2 letters then disconnect) 
 

§  Targeted categories 
 

§  Initiate with 100 highest AQ’s (validated) 
 

§  Commence 1st May 2012 
 

§  Report findings at next Workgroup (July’12) 
 

§  Seek consensus as to next steps 
 

§  Establish Network ‘sign-on’ & contact points for disconnections
